Qualified Opinion
1 We have audited financial statements of MARKETYARD COMMERCIAL CO-OPERATIVE BANK
LTD., UNJHA which comprises of the Balance sheet as at 315" March 2025 and the Profit and
Loss account, for the year then ended, and notes to the financial Statements, including a
summary of significant accounting policies and other explanatory information, on the basis of
information and explanation provided by the bank. The returns of Head Office and 2 branches
audited by us are incorporated in these financial statements.

2 In our Opinion and to the best of our information and according to the explanation given to us,
except for the effects of matters related to Gratuity and certain expenditure on cash basis described
in the Basis of Qualified Opinion below the aforesaid financial statements together with the notes
thereon give the information required by Banking Regulation Act, 1949, the Gujarat Co-operative
Societies Act-1961, the Gujarat Co-Operative Societies Rules,1965, and guidelines issued by
Reserve Bank of India, the Registrar of Co-operative Societies and in the manner so required for
bank and are in conformity with accounting principles generally accepted in India, except for the
matters stated in our Annexure X and give:

a true and fair view in case of the Balance sheet, of the state of affairs of the Bank as at
31stMarch, 2025;
b true balance of profit in case of Profit and loss account for the year ended on that date; and

Basis for Qualified Opinion

3 We conducted our audit in accordance with the Standards on Auditing (SAs) issued by ICAI. Our
responsibilities under those standards are further described in the Auditor’s Responsibilities for
the Audit of the Financial Statements section of our report. We are independent of the entity in
accordance with the ethical requirements that are relevant to our audit of the financial statements
and we have fulfilled our other ethical responsibilities in accordance with these requirements. We
believe that the audit evidence we have obtained is sufficient and appropriate to provide a basis
for our opinion except in following cases.

A. Gratuity Fund :-
Contribution made towards gratuity fund is debited as expense in Profit & Loss account, however
provision for gratuity as per actuarial valuation as required by Accounting Standard 15 “Employee
Benefits” is not done by the bank. In absence of information we are not in a position to quantify
the exact impact of the same,

B.R R ition :-
As per Accounting Standard-9 “Revenue Recognition” bank has not accounted certain income
and expenditure on accrual basis as stated in Para (6b) of significant accounting policies. In
absence of information we are not in a position to quantify the exact impact of the same.

C.IRAC Norms :-
During the course of our audit, we observed significant deficiencies in the NPA Movement
Statement and related underlying records. Specifically, there are mismatches between the number
of accounts upgraded and recovered and the corresponding amounts as per the NPA Movement
Statement vis-a-vis actual data. These discrepancies raise concerns regarding the reliability and
accuracy of the Bank’s reporting of Non-Performing Assets (NPAs).
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In view of the pervasive nature of these issues, we were unable to obtain sufficient and appropriate
audit evidence to verify the accuracy and completeness of the Bank’s disclosures relating to NPAs.
Accordingly, we are unable to determine whether any adjustments might be necessary in respect
of the reported NPA figures, related provisions, and their consequential impact on the financial
statements for the year ended March 31, 2025.

D.D iati C I .
As per RBI Guidelines, UCB are required to charge depreciation on Computers and I.T. Equipments
on a straight line method at the rate of 33.33%per annum. During the course of audit, it has been
observed that Bank has charged depreciation on Computers and |.T Equipments on written Down
value method and not straight line method.

E. Deff { Tax A t / Liability :-
As per AS 22 "Accounting for Taxes on Income" bank should recognize and pass the effect of differed
tax arising out of timing difference between taxable income and accounting income for the period
under audit. During the course of audit, we have observed that bank has failed to create any Deffered
Tax Asset / Liability.

GST Reconciliation Statement has not been provided to us for Audit. we have observed some
differences between GST ITC Balance as reflected on GST portal vis-a-vis GST ITC Balance as per
Financial Statements of Bank as on 31.03.2025. The details of the same is as mentioned below :-

During the year, the Bank incurred an expenditure of ¥2.75 crore on account of Golden
Jubilee Year celebrations and distribution of gifts to its members. The Bank had an
accumulated balance of %1.66 crore in the Golden Jubilee Fund Reserve (including
contributions and transfers during the year). However, the Bank has debited the shortfall
of ¥1.09 crore directly to the Profit & Loss Account instead of adjusting the same from
available General Reserves.

In our opinion, this treatment is not in accordance with prudent accounting practices and
the general principle that expenditure related to a specific reserve should be adjusted
against that reserve. Further, this has led to understatement of reserves and surplus,
and overstatement of expenses in the Profit & Loss Account for the year.

H. Income Tax :-
Income Tax adjustment entries are not properly reconciled yearly basis. The Bank has not properly
accounted for the TDS receivable pertaining to Assessment Year 2025-26 in its financial statements.

Further, an amount of ¥1,04,490, representing income tax refund receivable, has been included in
the Profit and Loss Account.

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4 The Bank’s Board of Directors is responsible with respect to the preparation of these financial
statements that give a true and fair view of the financial position, financial performance and cash
flows of the Bank in accordance with the accounting principles generally accepted in India,
including the Accounting Standards issued by ICAI, and with provisions of the Banking
Regulations Act, 1949, the guidelines issued by the Reserve Bank of India, the Registrar of
Cooperative Societies, the Gujarat Co-operative Societies Act-1961, the Gujarat Co-Operative
Societies Rules,1965, (as applicable). This responsibility also includes maintenance of
adequate accounting records in accordance with the provisions of the Act for safeguarding of
the assets of the Bank and for preventing and detecting frauds and other irregularities; selection
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and application of appropriate accounting policies; making judgments and estimates that are

Those charged with governance are responsible for overseeing the entity’s financial reporting process.

5 Ourobjectives are to obtain reasonable assurance about whether the financial statements as a
whole are free from material misstatement, whether due to fraud or error, and to issue an
auditor’s report that includes our opinion. Reasonable assurance is a high level of assurance,
but is not a guarantee that an audit conducted in accordance with SAs will always detect a
material misstatement when it exists. Misstatements can arise from fraud or error and are
considered material if, individually or in the aggregate, they could reasonably be expected to
influence the economic decisions of users taken on the basis of these financial statements.
As part of an audit in accordance with SAs, we exercise professional judgment and maintain
professional skepticism throughout the audit. We also:

+ ldentify and assess the risks of material misstatement of the financial statements, whether due
to fraud or error, design and perform audit procedures responsive to those risks, and obtain
audit evidence that is suffcient and appropriate to provide a basis for our opinion. The risk of
not detecting a material misstatement resulting from fraud is higher than for one resulting from
error, as fraud may involve collusion, forgery, intentional omissions, misrepresentations, or the
override of internal control.

Report on Other Legal & Regulatory Requirements

6 The Balance Sheet and the Profit and Loss Account have been drawn up in Forms “A”
and “B” respectively of the Third Schedule to the Banking Regulation Act, 1949;

7 The Accounting policies followed by the bank and disclosures in respect of the following
items are not in conformity with accounting standards issued by the Institute of Chartered
accountants of India.

A. Contribution made towards gratuity fund is debited as expense in Profit & Loss account,
however provision for gratuity as per actuarial valuation as required by Accounting
Standard 15 “ Employee Benefits” is not done by the bank.

B. Certain items of expenses are recognized on cash basis as stated in the significant
Accounting policy Para (6 B) as against Accounting Standard-9.
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8. Subject to the limitations of the audit indicated in paragraph 3 4 & 5above and subject also to the
limitations of disclosure required therein, we report that:

We have sought and obtained all the information and explanations, which to the best of our
knowledge and belief were necessary for the purpose of our audit and have found them to be
satisfactory;

The Board of Directors of the bank has generally conducted the working of the bank as per
bye-laws and also provisions of co-operative laws / rules except in certain cases.

The Board of Directors of the Bank has followed the instructions / Guidelines of R.B.I. issued
from time to time, subject to our observations noted in our audit report.

Bank has maintained S.L.R. & C.R.R. standards.

In our opinion, the Bank has generally made proper classification of NPAs and has made
provisions thereon in accordance with the RBI guidelines on income recognition, asset
classification, and provisioning, subject to our audit observations. Specifically, we noted
mismatches between the number of accounts upgraded and recovered and the Corresponding
amounts as per the NPA Movement Statement vis-a-vis actual data, which raise concerns
regarding the accuracy and reliability of such classification and provisioning.

There are no advances sanctioned to Board of Directors or their relatives as per R.B.IL
guidelines and in term of provision of co-operative laws.

During the year under review, the following changes occurred in the composition of the Board

of Directors of the Bank. On 27th March 2025, the following directors ceased to hold office:
1. Shri Mahendrabhai Kantilal Patel — Resigned
2. Shri Vishnubhai Revabhai Patel — Resigned
3. Shri Harshadrai Somabhai Patel — Resigned
4. Shri Bipinbhai Chimanlal Patel — Resigned
5. Shri Jashvantbhai Babulal Patel — Resigned
Subsequently, on 8th May 2025, the following directors were co-opted to the Board:
1. Shri Bharatbhai Narayandas Patel
2. Shri Anilkumar Jayantilal Patel
3. Shri Amratbhai Chandulal Patel
4. Shri Ishwarlal Ramjibhai Patel
5. Shri Shaileshbhai Chinubhai Shah

In our opinion and based on the information and explanations given to us, the Bank has
maintained proper books of account as required by law, except in respect of the NPA
Movement Statement, where we observed discrepancies between the number of accounts
and amounts upgraded and recovered and the corresponding amounts vis-a-vis the actual data.
The returns received from the offices and branches of the Bank have been generally found
adequate for the purposes of our audit.

The Balance Sheet and the Profit and Loss Account dealt with by this report are in agreement
with the books of account and the returns.

The books of accounts & accounting system are maintained as, required under provisions of
co-operative laws, and, also instructed by the R.B.I, subject to our observations as noted in
our audit report.

In our opinion, the aforesaid standalone financial statements comply with the Accounting
Standards issued by the Institute of Chartered Accountants of India. Except in the areas
stated in Para 3 “ Basis for Qualified Opinion”

The transactions of the Bank which came to our notice have been within the Powers of the
Bank.

We express our inability to comment on some areas where we have not been availed with
proper information, data or supporting documents to verify the correctness of the data.

The Reserve Bank of India imposed a monetary penalty of ¥5.50 lakh on the Bank during the
year under Section 47A(1)(c) read with Section 46(4)(l) and Section 56 of the Banking
Regulation Act, 1949, vide its order dated January 23, 2025. The penalty was imposed for
non-compliance with certain regulatory directions, including:
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Exceeding the permissible limit on donations out of profits to public/charitable trusts;
Donations to trusts where directors or their relatives were interested;

Sanction of loans where directors' relatives acted as guarantors or were interested parties;
Failure to conduct periodic review of risk categorization of customer accounts under KYC

norms.
The said penalty is duly paid by the bank.

p) During the year, the Bank has revalued its building amounting to ¥4,99,00,000/- based on a
resolution passed by the Board on 10th April 2025. The said revaluation was carried out on
the basis of valuation reports obtained from two valuers—Mr. Jasvantbhai B. Patel (valuation
dated 17th January 2024 for %4,99,00,000/-) and Mr. Kalpeshkumar Kantilal Patel (valuation
dated 25th January 2024 for ¥5,01,25,000/-). It is observed that both valuers are not

independent of the Bank.
q) As per the Reserve Bank of India Circular RBI/2011-12/56, DBOD No.Leg.BC.18/09.07.

006/2011-12 dated 1st July 2011, banks are required to conduct periodic Customer Service
Committee meetings to strengthen customer service at the branch level. It was observed that
the Bank has not conducted such Customer Service Meetings during the year under audit.

Disclosure of Subsequent Event
We draw attention to a significant event that occurred after the balance sheet date. On 14th

June 2025, a material discrepancy was observed in the physical cash balance at the Bank’s
Marketyard Branch. The physical cash on hand was reported to be ¥13,64,088/-, whereas
the General Ledger reflected a balance of ¥3,58,01,588/-, resulting in a shortfall of
%3,44,37,500/-. The matter is presently under internal investigation by the Bank’s
management and is being reported to the Reserve Bank of India in accordance with
applicable regulatory requirements.

This incident does not pertain to the financial year ended 31st March 2025, Our reporting on
this matter is intended solely for regulatory transparency and completeness of disclosure.

(A) SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING POLICIES:

1. ACCOUNTING CONVENTION:

The financial statements are prepared by following the going concern concept on historical
cost basis unless otherwise stated and confirm to statutory provisions and practices prevailing
in India. These Statements confirm with the applicable statutory provision, Accounting Standards
(AS) issued by The Institute of Chartered Accountants of India and generally accepted Accounting
principles prevalent in the banking industries in India and regulatory norms/guidelines prescribed
by Reserve bank of India and Banking Regulation Act,1949 and Gujarat Co-operative Societies
Act-1961.

2. USE OF ESTIMATES :

The preparation of financial statements in confirmity with generally accepted accounting
principles requires management to make estimates and assumptions that affect the reported
amounts of assets and liabilities and disclosure of contingent liabilities at the date of the financial
statements and the results of operations during the reporting period end. Although these
estimates are based upon management’s best knowledge of current events and actions, actual
results could differ from these estimates.

3. ADVANCES:
(a) In terms of guidelines issued by the RBI, advances to borrowers are classified
into “Performing” or “Non-Performing” assets based on recovery of principal /

interest. Non-Performing Assets (NPAs) are further classified as Sub-Standard,
Doubtful and Loss Assets.

(b) Provision for Standard Assets is made at the flat rate of 0.40 %.

(c) N.P.A. Provision :
Provisions for losses made on non performing advances are on the basis of
assets classification and provisioning requirement as per the prudential norms
prescribed by the Reserve Bank of India and revised from time to time as

under:

i) Substandard = 10%

ii) Doubtful = 100% of unsecured portion plus
20%/30%/100% of the secured portion
depending on the period for which the
advances has remained doubtful.

iii) LossAssets = 100%

(d) Additional Provisions carried in accounts over and above requirements under

the prudential norms prescribed by the Reserve Bank of India, which can be
considered as earmarked reserve is as follows.

(e) The overdue interest in respect of advances is provided separately under Overdue
Interest Reserve as per the directive issued by the Reserve Bank of India.

4. Property, Plant and Equipment:

(a) Property, plant and equipment are stated at their historical cost less accumulated
depreciation. Cost includes incidental expenses incurred on acquisition of assets.

(b) Premises and other assets (including land wherever the cost of land is not segregated)
are depreciated on written down value method at the following rates.

1. Land & Building 5.00 %
2. Machinery / Office Equipment 10.00%

(c) Depreciation on |.T. Equipment & Software is applied at 33.33% on straight-line method as
per R.B.I. guidelines.
(d) Addition / Deletions to the assets during the year has been charged to depreciation on half
yearly basis.
5. INVESTMENTS:
(a) The entire Investment portfolio of the bank is classified, in accordance with the Reserve Bank of
India guidelines, into three categories:
I.  Held to maturity comprising of Investments acquired with the intention to hold them till maturity.
II.  Held for trading comprising of investments acquired with the intention to trade.
Ill.  Available for sale comprising of investments, which are not classified in above two categories.

(b) Investments are further categorized as :
i) Central & State Government Securities
ii) FDR’s with State Co-Operative Bank
iii}) Shares of Co-operative Banks
iv) FDR’s with Other Banks
V) OtherApproved Securities
(c) Investments classified as Held to maturity are carried at acquisition cost unless it is

more than face value. Such premium paid required to be amortized over the period
remaining to maturity while bank has written off premium in the year of investment
made.

(d) Investments classified as Held for Trading and Available for Sale are marked to market
script wise and the resultant depreciation is recognized in profit & loss account. Net
appreciation is ignored.

(e) Treasury Bills under all the classifications are shown at carrying cost.

(f) Profit or loss on sale of investments held for trading and available for sale is taken to
the profit and loss account.

(9) Shifting from Held for Trading (HFT) category to Available for Sale (AFS) category is
done at the Acquisition Cost or Book Value or Market Value on the date of transfer,
whichever is the least, and the depreciation, if any, on such transfer is provided.

(h) Valuation of central and state government securities are done as per R.B.l.
guidelines at timely interval. Shares of Co-Operative Banks are stated at cost.
6. REVENUE RECOGNITION :
Income/Expenditure is accounted on accrual basis except the following, which are
accounted for on cash basis.
(a) Income:
i) Interest and other income on Non Performing Assets are recognized as per
R.B.Il. guidelines.
i) Dividend on shares is recognized on receipt basis.
iii) Commission and brokerage are recognized on receipt basis.

(b) Expenditure :
Expenditure is accounted mainly on accrual basis, except
i. Insurance premium expenses.

7. EMPLOYEE BENEFITS:
I. Contribution paid to LIC towards Gratuity fund is charged to profit and loss account.
Il. Leave Encashment has been paid to the staff.

[ll. Provident Fund contribution along with the Staff contribution is remitted every month to
recognized provident fund for the future benefit of the Staff.
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8. ACCOUNTING FOR TAXES ON INCOME :
Current year tax is determined as the amount of tax payable in respect of taxable income
for the year.

Deferred tax is recognized on timing difference between the accounting income and tax income
that originate in one period and are capable of reversal in one or more subsequent periods.

Contingent assets are neither recognized nor disclosed in the financial
statements.

28 “Impairment of assets” is not applicable. In respect of assets to which Standard applies, in the
opinion of the management, there are no indications, internal or external, which could have the
effect of impairing the value of the assets to any material extent as at 31t March, 2022 requiring
recognition in terms of the said standard.

We draw attention to a significant event that occurred after the balance sheet date. On 14th June 2025, a material
discrepancy was observed in the physical cash balance at the Bank’s Marketyard Branch. The physical cash on hand
was reported to be ¥13,64,088/-, whereas the General Ledger reflected a balance of ¥3,58,01,588/-, resulting in a
shortfall of 3,44,37,500/-. The matter is presently under internal investigation by the Bank’s management and is being
reported to the Reserve Bank of India in accordance with applicable regulatory requirements.

This incident does not pertain to the financial year ended 31st March 2025. Our reporting on this matter is intended
solely for regulatory transparency and completeness of disclosure
